	When the reader…
	The coach might…

	Stops reading and appeals to the teacher for help.
	Say:

 “Read on”

“Get your mouth ready”

“What strategies are you thinking you might use?”

“What can you do to help yourself.”

	Makes a miscue that doesn’t make sense
	Observe the learner.  Watch to see if meaning if being monitored.  If the reader does not pause after a few sentences, say:

“How are you doing?  Is this making sense?  Let’s come through this section again.”

	Uses a strategy effectively
	Notice it/Record it.  Wait a bit…then point out the effective strategy use to the reader.

	Lacks fluency and expression.
	Encourage the reader to read the section again and try to make it sound like people talk.

Say:

“Use the punctuation.”

“Make your voice go up when you see the period.”

“Use your voice to show what the author means.”

	Attempts to chunk a word
	Say:  

“Do you see a part that might help?”

“Use the beginning and ending sounds.”

“Can you break it into chunks?”

“Look at the root (base) of the word.”

“Think of what the word could mean.”

“Use the prefix… or the suffix.”

	Needs to use context
	Say:  

“Read to the end of the sentence and think about what would make sense.”
